Corruption & Private Armies

Causes

d 1990s, government had no

capability to protect citizens from
crime.

The use of private armies to
“execute security and military
activities” were a growing trend in
Colombia.

Government enacted legislation
under which it authorizes people
to apply for operating private
armies that are approved and
controlled by the Superintendent
of Surveillance and Private
Security.

Drug cartels were approved
license to operate private armies
that evolved in paramilitary units.

Against 9-11 Private Security Army, a
Criminal Enterprise
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Wire Tapping Scandal & Anti-Drug
Trafficking Computer Tracking System

JCosinte Inc., a criminal enterprise, obtained
access to the highly classified Colombia’s anti-
drug trafficking system which documented
government investigations and wiretaps.

It sold information from the system to drug
cartels.

Il ordered a raid of Cosinte Inc.’s wiretapping
equipment and revoked its license.

ABut in 2010 there was a new Superintendent...

Cosinte Inc. mysteriously recovered its license
in that year.




Wire Tapping Scandal & Anti-Drug
Trafficking Computer Tracking System

(JCosinte Inc. went back to business. They sent
Facebook messages to my wife threatening that
“decisions of your husband won’t go
unpunished.”

JCosinte Inc. keeps importing and selling illegal
telephone monitoring equipment on the black
market and selling critical information to drug
traffickers.

I pray to God everyday for justice in this white
collar criminal case.

esa contratacion, la Adminis-
tracion ahorré dinero, optimi-
26 el manejo de los recursos y
obtuvo unos valores agregados
para el alumnado del Departa-
mento.

Concluyoloanterior luego de
haber analizado a fondo toda
la documentacidn del contra-
to 0107*2009 de la Secretarfa
de Educacién Departamental.
Para empezar. la licitacién
correspondiente fue abierta
con base en una ordenanza de
la Asamblea, la cual faculta al
Gobernador para contratar
“aseadores y cuidadores en las
instituciones educativas del
Departamento del Atldntico”.
La ordenanza dispone que di-
cha contratacién debe hacerse

“hasta por $8.900 millones de
pesos”™,

Asf las cosas, y después de un
proceso licitatorio, una unién
temporal, integrada por una
empresa de aseo, Aseo.com, y
una empresa de vigilancia, Ser-
viconi, terminan suscribiendo
un contrato porvalor de $4.900
millones de pesos para “presta-
¢ién de servicios generales y de
conserjeria”. Eso no significa
que los ‘vigilantes’ o ‘conserjes’
serdn aseadores. El contratista
proporciona aseadores y ttiles
de aseo, y ademds proporcio-
na ‘vigilantes’ o ‘conserjes no
armados’, todo encuadrado en
oficios que hacen parte del Ca-
tdlogo Unico de Bienes y Servi-
cios, Cubs.

Ya el Gobernador ha explica-
do el tema hasta la saciedad: la
idea es que el vigilante no sea
un individuo armado que se
limita a cuidar, sino que tam-
bién sirva de apoyo en otras

tareas cotidianas de la institu-

cién, un poco mas a tono con

la tendencia internacional. Es
decir, al contratar de esa for-
ma, el Departamento le saca
mayor provecho al dinero de
los contribuyentes, siendo
consecuente ademds con su
politica de mantener a la ciu-
dadanfa alejada de las armas
de fuego.

Lo esencial, lo que de verdad
deberia importarle a la Super-
intendencia es que, indepen-
dientemente de que se utilice
el término ‘conserje’ o ‘vigi-
lante’, se respete la normati-
vidad de la Vigilancia Privada
en Colombia, y eso estd mas
que claroen el proceder admi-
nistrativo de la Gobernacion:
€s0s conserjes utilizan los
uniformes que ordena la ley,
son parte de una empresa que
tiene su licencia al dia y —lo
mas importante de todo— se
cobran con la férmula tarifa-
ria para vigilancia no armada
que dispone el Decreto 4950
de 2007: 8.8 salarios minimos
mensuales més el ocho por

ciento, turno de 24 horas. (Si
fueraarmada, seria mds el dicz
por ciento.)

Entonces, si el espiritu de la
ley estd intacto, {por qué tan-

to afdn por parte del Superin-

tendente para dafiarle la ima-
gen a la administracién de la
transparencia? (Sera que con
el nombramiento de un nuevo
Ministro de Defensa, y ante la
inminencia de que éste entre

a evaluar a sus subalternos, el
Stiper necesitaa toda costa de-
mostrar resultados? ¢O sera
que. siendo de la cuerda capi-
talina de Juan Manuel Santos,
todo esto tiene como objetivo
hacerle dafio a una excelente
administracion de provincia
que guarda distancia con el ré-
gimen uribista?
