MAUNDY THURSDAY

Solemn Service of the Institution of the Lord’s Supper

aundy Thursday (from the

Latin, mandatum, meaning

commandment”asfoundin

John 13:34) serves with Good Friday
and Easter Sunday as one continuous
service commemorating the passion
and resurrection of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ. As the service is
continuous, there is no benediction
pronounced until Easter.

At Communion, you will be invited to
come to the Communion Table and par-
take of the bread and cup according to
anancient practice known as “intinction,”
whereby the bread is taken, dipped into
the cup and then eaten together “in
remembrance” of Christ.

Clergy stoles signify the servant towel
worn by Christ as he washed the feet
of his disciples at the Last Supper. Red
reminds us of the blood of Christ shed
for our sin. As the High Priestly Prayer
of Jesus Christ is read from John 17,

the church will be “stripped” to signify
Christ’s moving from the Passover
meal toward Calvary where he became
the final and complete Lamb of God
who took away the sins of the world.
The crown of thorns recalls Christ’s
trial and crucifixion. The bare church
is designed to remind us of the grave

into which Christ descended on Good
Friday.

Most portions of this service are adapt-
ed from John Calvin’s 1542 Geneva
order of worship for Holy Communion.
John Calvin (1509-1564) was a French
theologian, church reformer and pas-
tor, whom Protestant churches in the
Reformed tradition (such as Park Street
Church) regard as a major formulator
of their beliefs. Other portions of this
service are derived from Reformed
practices over the centuries.

Please refrain from speaking upon entering the sanctuary. Hymns will not be announced.
A nursery is available tonight on the first floor of Two Park Street for children five years
of age and under. ASL translation will be provided at the front left side of the sanctuary,

and gluten-free Communion wafers may be received in the front center of the sanctuary.
